Please read the following information carefully, and please educate your swimmer(s) in regards to the specifics of the Kings Charter facility and meet protocol.

The Kings Charter neighborhood has 2 pools, and the meet will be at the Lakeview pool.  It is located at the corner of Kings Charter Drive and Stephens Manor Drive in the Ivy Banks section.  Here are directions: http://www.kcswimteam.com/default.asp?child=74.

The parking lot will be reserved for Ashland families, so if you see cars parked on the street, still make an attempt to park in the lot- and perhaps drop off swimmers while trying.  Please plan to have your swimmers at the pool at 5:00.  If you are running late, call Tim at 683-4753.  It is essential that we have our sign in correct for this large meet.  Our team area will be located to the right as you enter the pool area- look for the Barracudas banner.  
Please make sure that your swimmer(s) stay within in the meet area and avoid any playgrounds or other non-swim meet related areas.  We ARE allowed to use the basketball court area; however, please avoid doing so unless absolutely necessary.  

The electronic board will show which events are being called to the Clerk of Course.  The board under the lifeguard stand will show the event that is in the water.
Ashland swimmers are to report to the Clerk of Course following the FIRST CALL of the event.

As was the case last week, with two large teams, it is essential that we know who will not be attending the meet.  
If your swimmer(s) will also miss the meet, please let us know ASAP.  
And if you know you will miss the final meet (Tuesday, July 19 v. Milestone), please let us know now.  The earlier we know, the easier it is to compile the line up and assign meet workers.
